An Excerpt from this month’s Tango
Talk by Chicho, a milonguero from
Pompeya, Argentina:

“Dear people from Chicago,

The thing that you call “eye contact” we call in
Argentina, Cabeceo or, in English, ‘Pitching.” The
action is one of moving your head in the direction of
the dance floor keeping the eye contact with your
potential partner at the same time. That practice is as
old as tango itself. It is more than a shy person tech-
nique; it is a matter of culture in Argentina, and if you
really want to have an Argentine tango experience you
may go by that too. For the man, it is a quiet way to
invite the ladies to dance without anyone else taking
account of it. Option 1= If she said ‘yes’ you are a
successful milonguero and everybody will see you
dance. Option 2= She said ‘no,” so no one will know
that you failed. Perhaps it is the male pride that we
Argentineans have. As simple as that. | hope that my
commentary serves to clarify a little.”
