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e heard about a new

milonga—the first openly gay

milonga in Buenos Aires. On
a Wednesday evening, after Salon
Canning, six of us walked some four
blocks to La Marshal.

On the ground level we parted heavy
red velvet curtains and found ourselves
in a room with a bar at the end. Stairs to
the right and tango music led us up to
the milonga. At the landing, a young
man took our 5 pesos and we walked
into a medium-sized room with a wooden
dance floor.

The majority of the patrons were
young men, but we saw a handful of
women and two or three older
gentlemen. A friendly woman greeted us
and immediately set about preparing a
table for us. Above, behind a glass
window, Mario waved to us in
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recognition. He is the DJ at El Arranque,
Nino Bien and others.

Men danced together and danced
very well. We recognized several from
several current tango shows.
Considering their capabilities, it was
interesting to see them dancing in an
unassuming way, obviously there to
enjoy the dance rather than to show off
their acrobatic skills. Some couples
alternated leading while others stayed in
the same role throughout.

Shortly after we were seated one of
the organizers took the mike. "We have
visitors with us tonight and would like to
welcome them," he announced. He
introduced us and told about our recent
qualification in the semifinals of the
Metropolitan Tango competition. How did
he know? Well, Mario was the DJ during
the event! We were then asked to dance

and did so. Even though we knew our

level was nowhere near theirs, our dance
was received with warmth and applause.
When we sat down, two of the men came
to our table and asked our male partners
to dance. To my amazement, my
partner—a true milonguero—took the
invitation and was off dancing to
D’Arienzo.

The atmosphere was relaxed and
amiable, the music great. Rules about
"cabeceo" (nod of the head - how one
invites and accepts a partner to dance a
tanda in the milongas of Buenos Aires)
were out the window and we all ended
up dancing for several hours. The
following week we came back with a
larger group as the organizers had
encouraged. This milonga is well on its
way to success.

La Marshal is open on Wednesday
nights at 11 PM and is located at
4185 Cordoba.

They tell me there are three major enclaves of
Argentine tango in North America—New York,

San Francisco and Montreal.

I have just returned

from a weekend at our neighbors’ in Canada and

| am excited!

The invitation came about through friends
in Toronto whom | met in Buenos Aires.
From Toronto we drove five hours to the
island city known for its mountain and
delicious bagels (yes, better than New
York’s!).

There are supposedly about 2,000
tango dancers in Montreal and | would
not dispute that after seeing the number
of milongas and the turn-out at each. We
arrived Friday and headed over to
Dancing Mocha Joe’s. A few steps down
and you are in a pleasant place with a
bar and a large wooden dance floor.
There are tables near the entry and more
across the room—for smokers. The
music was mostly traditional with some
salsa thrown in. Many Montrealers go to
Buenos Aires frequently and the high
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level of dancing was evidence of both
this and of excellent resident teachers. It
was a pleasure to see good dancing with
very few "acrobatics." Afterwards we
stopped at the 24 hour Maison de Bagel
to get fresh baked bagels straight out of
the oven.

On Saturday night we had choices
and opted for both. Mocha Joe’s was our
first stop but there were few dancers and
the music was less traditional with many
"undanceable" songs thrown in. There
was also a lot more salsa, swing and
rock. We left after a few hours and went
to Tango Libre. Here the place was
hopping. Tango Libre had a good dance
floor, great music and a lively crowd. We
stayed until near closing time, past 3am,
but of course stopped on the way to pick

up bagels. | was reminded of the late
milongas in Buenos Aires where you get
your morning sweet rolls at the door.

Sunday was the best yet. The day
began at two in the afternoon, yes, once
again—Mocha Joe’s. The entrance was
$5 Canadian (about $3.50 U.S.) and one
could order food and drinks. While we
ate lunch, a wonderful three piece band
consisting of piano, flute and violin
played tangos in the background. There
were weekend visitors from Boston and
Vermont who said they visited Montreal
often. We danced through the afternoon
until almost 7pm. Then, with a group of
natives and out-of-towners, we went to
dinner.

Our last stop was at The Academie, a
huge space with a great wooden dance
floor. | heard numerous apologies, both
in English and French, about the ongoing
remodeling and how everything was in
disarray. But | found it perfect even in
this transition state and the place was
filed. Dancing again was lovely and we
continued until our feet gave no more, we
certainly could not last ‘til closing time at
4am! And naturally, we stopped for the
last time to get a load of bagels to take
home.

| am already planning my next
escapade to this northern tango haven.
