Noticias.
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INTERVIEW BY SARAH R. GRAFF

TN: What prompted you to begin

to take photographs and then to
become a professional photographer?
Lorraine Hart: | have always been a very
visually sensitive person. My first memory
as a child is of colors. When my father
died at a young age, it made me ask myself
what | would do with my life if | knew
that | only had a short number of years to
live, and it was photography. | think that
there is something that we all have within
ourselves that we would be pursuing if we
knew that it was our last chance to do so.
TN: When you take a photograph,
what do you look for? What do you
try to capture? What inspires you?
Lorraine Hart: My goal is to always look
for the best in someone. Very often
ordinary people who are not movie stars
or models have a fraction of a moment in
time when they reveal the extraordinary
that is within them and that is what | work
to capture photographically. It inspires

me when people strive to make the world
a little bit better of a place to live in, by

whatever means is available to that person.

Also, | especially love gardens and flowers.
My favorite thing to do is to walk down a
street somewhere in the world that | have
never been before, looking for what is
beautiful or unique.

TN: How long have you been
dancing tango? Did you learn

to dance before you began to
photograph people dancing tango?
Lorraine Hart: My tango dancing started
in Chicago in November of 2005 when

| figured out that since | was flying to

Buenos Aires in January of 2006, | should
learn to dance the tango, which | thought
that | could do in a few short months.
Little did | know how involved the art of
dancing tango really is! It was a joke that |
made up to tell my friends: When entering
Argentina at the Buenos Aires airport,
they ask for your passport and to see a
few tango steps before allowing you to
enter the country! So then, when | was

in Argentina | had just barely scratched
the surface of tango, and was taking
every class | possibly could in Buenos
Aires and in a small town nearby. It is the
most wonderful thing to be in Argentina
studying tango; really a must for everyone
to experience.

TN: Did you find it difficult to
photograph people dancing tango in
Buenos Aires?

Lorraine Hart: No, because | was polite
and asked permission, and because with
every passing day | was falling more and
more in love with the music, and the
dance. Also, there is the amazing kindness
of the Argentine people that was for me
so welcoming.

TN: Did the act of photographing
tango change your perspective on
the dance? Did it have an effect on
the way that you dance?

Lorraine Hart: Oh yes. Whenever |

look through the camera lens it makes
me consider my subject in a much more
intensive way. Seeing through the camera
allows tango to be unfolding in front of
me in 1/60th of a second moments and

it only becomes more amazing. When



| am photographing and time starts to

change shape and it stops for moments to
catch its breath; that’s when it really gets
interesting to be taking pictures! Often in

Argentina | would prefer to photograph

and not dance since the dancers there are
so utterly enthralling. At a certain point
though, | think that it is tango that chooses
you, and there you are, going to practicas,
taking classes and shopping for just the
right shoes!

TN: When | look at some of your
tango related photographs, | see a
focus on the connection between
two people. In some photographs
this connection is romantic, others
it is more light hearted and jovial,
and still others the connection is
perhaps musical or maybe a certain
shared energy. My impression is
that you looked for something that
connected the dancers together and
focused on that particular aspect

of their dance. Would you say that
you were interested in finding

this connection, in whatever form

it manifested itself, in different
couples when you photographed
them?

Lorraine Hart: You are exactly right, that
was my approach - to look for the energy
in-between the two dancers. It was so
very different with every situation. | truly
marvel at what transpires in an unspoken
moment between the couple as they dance
together. It seems to be transcendent and
that is probably what we are all looking for
to some extent.

TN: Where did you take your tango
photographs? Did you just go to
practicas and milongas? Many of
the photographs of couples dancing
seem to make them look alone, as if
nobody else is dancing in the room.
Lorraine Hart: | did shoot big wide-

angle shots as well, but aesthetically |

felt that the personal feeling seemed to
get lost and it felt more about the room
itself. So, most of my focus was on the
couples themselves, and to shoot that, |

had to really be lithe and fast on my feet.
Logistically it also helped that | am 6 ft tall
so that | could manage the sight lines.
TN: Have you taken photographs
of professional dancers in action or
posed?

Lorraine Hart: Yes, | have photographed
several pros. My favorites thus far are
Andrea Monti & Gato Valdez who were
here teaching in Chicago this spring. They
are such consummate professionals and
have such an elegance to their demeanor
that working with them was a joy.

TN: What is the next on your
agenda?

Lorraine Hart: Up next for me is
photographing some wonderful dancers
here in Chicago. Then | will be going to
San Francisco, and later this year | am
moving from Chicago to Manhattan. | am
really excited about living in NYC.

MEMOIRS OF A

MINI FESTIVAL

NE OF P.T. BARNUM’s
promotional techniques

and one | sometimes use
myself is, “Make it so
big the people can’t stay away.” On the
weekend of April 22, 2006, | ran into this
technique in Chicago. So, | drove 325 miles
to be part of an exceptional Mini Tango
Milonguero Festival at the University of
Chicago. | teach milonguero style tango in
Cleveland and constantly need to refresh
my methods of teaching, so this weekend
was the cornucopia of information on
dancing milonguero, close embrace style
tango | needed.

It wasn’t a week long festival with 8
couples teaching and 32 classes a day.
It was, however, a little bigger than one
couple teaching for two days. At this
mini festival there were four instructors
teaching different aspects of the Argentine
tango. The list of instructors were, in my
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book, the créme de la créme of knowledge
in this area of milonguero style tango.

One of the mini festival instructors,
Robert Hauk from Portland, Oregon,
has been to Cleveland 8 times now, and
each time the level of dancing goes up
in our community. | find his instruction
the easiest to follow, and | know that
Robert can get the largest number of new
people dancing faster and better than
anyone | have ever seen. Plus, Robert
demonstrated his teaching skills with my
“Great Experiment” seminar, where we
put |12 couples on a very confined dance
floor. It turned out the same 12 couples
kept coming back for the next 3 seminars
Robert taught. This meant that we didn’t
have to go back over things Robert already
taught, and we just advanced.

Ramu Pyreddy from Ann Arbor,
Michigan was another instructor for the
weekend. | have run into Ramu many

times living so close to Ann Arbor, and I've
also had Ramu D) some of my milongas

in Cleveland. Ramu has a natural gift for
music. He has many more gifts, but we’'ll
just concentrate on the tango. His love

for tango is endless. | once heard a story
about the time when Ramu was at Amy
Calio and Ray Hogans’ home in Detroit
listening to tango from a boom box. It was
getting late and everyone was tired and
wanted to go to sleep. Ramu asked if he
could stay a little longer and listen to more
music for awhile. At 9:00 a.m. the next
morning Ray woke up to see Ramu still
sitting there listening to tangos.

Susanna Miller, the Gran Dame of
tango, was also an instructor for the
mini festival. It is said that she is the
person who is responsible for the name
“milonguero” for this close embrace
style of dance. Living in Buenos Aires,
and owner of the tango club called El
Beso, she is constantly surrounded by
the best dancers in the world. She wishes
to promote and keep The Golden Age
of tango alive and flourishing throughout
the world. | personally know many other
ladies | would rather dance with, but she
is one of the best tango instructors in the
world. She has a teaching method that
makes learning tango interesting and also
challenging.

The last instructor who was teaching
at the mini festival in Chicago was Maria
Plazaola, from Buenos Aires. Maria teaches
tango at El Beso along with Susanna. |
didn’t know much about Maria when | first
came to the workshops, but | do now.
Dancing with her was pure enjoyment. As
a teaching team, Susanna and Maria kept
everyone’s interest.



On Friday, April 21st, | arrived at Ida
Noyes Hall at The University of Chicago
where | met people from all over the
Mid-West. | met people whose postings
I’'ve read on the Tango-L list but had never
seen their faces. It was the people, really,
that made the mini festival weekend so
wonderful. | first started out in Robert’s
class in a huge, elegant room filled with
about 60 people trying, many for the first
time, the close embrace. It was a lot of
fun dancing with ladies who had never
been held this close before, let alone
dancing with no room between the two
of us. | tried my best to make them feel
comfortable and relaxed in my embrace.
In the evening the same room was filled
with people dancing tango. Ramu DJed
that night and he really knows how to get
people out of their seats and onto the
dance floor.

Saturday, Susanna and Maria had the
large room at The University of Chicago’s
International House filled to capacity.
Susanna taught the men and Maria taught
the ladies. | participated in Maria’s class
for followers. Well, a teacher has to know
both lead and follow if he is going to teach
it, right? At the end of the class they put
the men and women together to see if we
all learned anything and everyone looked
wonderful. They taught the ladies how to
cross in place and a newer version of the
ocho cortado. Most people knew most of
what Susanna and Maria taught, but they
taught in a new and different way, which
made it exciting. The ladies came out
of their ocho cortado stepping forward
instead of with a side step into the cross.

The men were finally getting the lead and
it was great. Again on Saturday night, the
ballroom in Ida Noyes Hall was filled to
capacity with Robert Hauk DJing. There
was also one set of live music and a display
of shoes and ladies clothes and jewelry in
the corner of the room. The night ended
with an all night milonga at ATI, which |
passed on. | was danced out and had to
drive home the next day after the lessons.
Boy did my feet hurt!

| was up and at ‘em again on Sunday
morning for more lessons with Susanna
and Maria. Other students were in other
rooms taking classes with Ramu and
Robert. One of the things | like about
Susanna is that she doesn’t leave anything
out. In the first class, she was showing us
a move that involved leading the ladies to
cross and she began to talk about how this
movement came from the seedy part of
Buenos Aires. She showed us the cocky
stance of a compadrito from Buenos
Aires, then she told us a little history of
her culture, even though portefios aren’t
proud of it. Susanna and Maria also taught
a Masters class for people who teach
tango. It really was educational to see the
method she uses to teach tango. They
gave us some of the dos and don’ts and
where to spend more time. It helped me
a lot. Now | have new ideas to try on my
students.

Like | said earlier, the people are what
made this weekend special for me. Weeks
earlier | wrote on the Tango-L list about
a lady whose name | didn’t know that |
had danced with in Ann Arbor, Michigan.
After 2 weeks | was still thinking of the

wonderful connection she had with me

as we danced, and | knew that this was
what tango was all about. When | came

to Chicago for the weekend | ended up
staying in the home of, you guessed it, my
dream dance partner, Valerie Wright. She
was an extremely pleasant host to stay
with and | want a return invitation the next
time | come to Chicago. Robert Hauk also
stayed in her home along with Christopher
Everitt from Idaho City.

The promoter of the Mini festival,

Ray Barbosa, also made it his business to
make sure everyone had a great time and
that the workshop ran smoothly. | have to
admit, having tango at the University is a
great thing with all the rooms to use, and
the dorm for people to stay in. | wish we
had it in Cleveland.

Now, | would like all the people of
Chicago to come to Cleveland for our next
workshop with Myriam Pincen and Hector
Villar on June 24th and 25th, 2006. Myriam
was Ricardo Vidort’s dance partner at
Plaza Bohemia in Buenos Aires. If you
come then you can let me know how you
feel | do as a promoter. Or you can tell me
if the level of dancing in Cleveland is higher
than Chicago’s - personally | think it is, but
who am | to say?

Orquesta Bohemia de Chicago
had its debut on Sunday, April

30th, 2006. The 7 piece orchestra is
conducted by bandoneonist Gerardo
Perez, a native of Uruguay who has

been mesmerizing dancers with his solo
performances at the American Tango
Institute.
